Setting: Bus

Skill:  Respectful, Responsible and Safe

SETTING CLEAR EXPECTATION

“Today we are going to talk about being Respectful, Responsible and Safe on the Bus”

Ask students, “What does this look like?”
Shape their responses into what it looks like:

DEMONSTRATION AND ROLE PLAY

I need some helpers; Teachers and Students

“We are going to show you some ways to be Respectful, Responsible and Safe on the Bus”.  I want you to watch and listen and see if you can tell who is being Respectful, Responsible and Safe
Wrong Example: Teachers Role-play; not following one expectation from each category

Right Example: Students Role-play; Acknowledge those students demonstrating the expectations

IDENTIFYING SPECIFIC RULES AND BEHAVIORS

3 ways to be Responsible on the Bus.”

1. Keep hands and feet to self

2. Keep your belongings in your backpack 

3. Take your belongings with you when you leave
4 ways to be Respectful on the Bus.”

1. Use an indoor voice

2. Use appropriate communication 

3. Share your seat

4. Follow adult directions

3 ways to be Safe on the Bus.”

1. Sit flat, stay in your seat

2. Keep aisles clear 

3. Enter and exit in a line

Following each example ask students “Is this is showing how to be Respectful, Responsible and Safe?”

When students identify wrong examples ask “What you might do instead?”

Follow each role-play with 

“Was he/she being Respectful, Responsible and Safe? How do you know? Why do you think so?”

REVIEW AND CHECK FOR UNDERSTANDING

“Today we talked about being Respectful, Responsible and Safe on the Bus”
“Who can tell us the ways we discussed how to be Respectful, Responsible and on the Bus”?
