PSAT Test This Saturday, Oct. 17
The Preliminary SAT test includes the same type of critical reading, math, and writing skills questions as the SAT Reasoning Test, and is a fabulous practice tool for the SAT. Sophomore and junior students are encouraged to take this test. Not only will they will receive a detailed report of their performance, but they will also have the opportunity to see where they rank in comparison to students across the nation.  Students can register in the guidance office. 

In and Around ADVISORY

This year, the Advisory period, a time when students and teachers engage in personalized discourse to enhance teaching and learning, meets every other day.  Guidance counselors are often in Advisories discussing credits, PSATs and college applications. Seniors are also utilizing this time to compile their Graduation Portfolios.
In addition, the second half of Advisory is now called Academic Learning Lab. In these 45 minutes, students are encouraged to seek out teachers for extra assistance, make up missing work, or otherwise connect with the teachers to strengthen their academic program.
