What Should I Ask When I Visit a School?
Visiting Colleges is a very important step in choosing where you will spend your next four years.  Remember you will be spending many hours at the school you choose, so you should feel comfortable with the campus and the atmosphere of the college or university.

When you have identified schools to visit, contact each school’s admissions office.  To help with your visit, admission offices offer tours and information sessions. Here are some questions to ask admission office representatives:

· What is your student-to-faculty ratio?  (number of students per professor)

· What assistance is provided to students who need help deciding what to study and/or major in?

· What assistance is provided to graduating students who are looking for jobs?

· How many of your students get jobs after graduation?

· What is your school known most for?

· What percent of your students receive financial aid?

· What is the average financial aid package?

· What clubs, sports teams, and other activities are available?

· How many students who apply are accepted each year?

· How many of your classes are taught by graduate students?

Try to meet with a faculty member for the program(s) of study you are interested in.  Here are some questions you might ask:

· What are the special strengths of your program or major?

· What priority do faculty members place on teaching?

· Do students have the change to meet with their advisors on a regular basis?

What Should I Do After I Visit A School?

· Keep a record of your thoughts and impressions of every school.

· Pay attention to whether the people you met with were friendly, knowledgeable, and helpful during your visit.

· What did you like?  Dislike?
