Using your Capstone research for your History Day Annotated Bibliography
1) For Capstone you need 10 sources, with 3 different types of research (websites, books, articles, interviews, etc.).  For History Day you need 20 pieces of research with a minimum of 10 primary sources (first-hand accounts of events like diary excerpts, speeches, etc). 

2) For Capstone, you need to complete a research tracking sheet for each piece or research.  For History Day, you need to take the information from the research tracking sheet and turn it into your Annotated Bibliography

3) Please note the Research Tracking Sheet Provided.  The two sections that are shaded grey are the two sections you will need to create your Annotated Bibliography for History Day.
