TIMELINE FOR HISTORY TEACHERS
May of Freshman Year: 

1) 9th grade teachers will introduce History Day Project and next year’s theme.

2) Freshman History classes will attend an assembly which introduces the option of combining History Day/Capstone.  At the assembly, students who have successfully combined the two projects will present to students

3)  Summer work will be distributed by classroom teachers and will consist of students completing a topic selection sheet

September of Sophomore Year:

1) 10th grade teachers should collect summer assignment during the first weeks of school

2) Students need to commit if they are going to turn their History Day Project into a Capstone

3) Students need to be surveyed to see when they are taking a Capstone course and who their Capstone teachers are

4) If students are taking a Capstone first semester, 10th grade teachers should sign off on the Capstone core question approval form 

October – December of Sophomore Year

1) Students who are completing a History Day Capstone must have their product completed by the end of December, in order to present their Capstone in January.

2) Work on Annotated Bibliography and Process Paper can continue once Capstone is complete and in accordance with History Project deadlines
